For the longest time, it was believed that humans were the only mammals that liked spicy food.
Mammals, universally, have abundant receptors for capsaicin—the compound in peppers that creates the
spicy “burn”—and, as a rule, don’t enjoy eating it. Dusting the bird seed you place outside with pepper powder,
for example, is a great way to keep the squirrels away, but the birds won’t mind. (Birds don’t have receptors for
capsaicin and, in fact, there’s an evolutionary argument to be made that pepper plants evolved to harbor a
compound that drove mammals away while still attracting birds in order to more successfully spread their
seeds.)

With that in mind, it was understood only humans enjoyed torturing themselves with the dubious
pleasure of lighting their mouths on fire with increasingly spicier peppers. But it turns out we’re not alone in the
mammal family when it comes to avid pepper consumption though. The humble little tree shrew loves chowing
down on peppers and spicy plants too.

Interestingly enough, however, the tree shrew doesn’t eat peppers for the thrill of it, but solely for the
nutrition. In fact, they don’t seem to feel the burn at all. Researchers at the Kunming Institute of Zoology found
that a single genetic mutation in tree shrews radically dampens their perception of capsaicin. They believe the
shrews originally adapted in order to eat Piper boehmeriaefolium, a spicy plant with leaves that produce
capsaicin—their ability to eat hot peppers with immunity is just a side effect of their original adaption.

Instead of using your car's trunk as a free storage unit, clear out the junk and replace it with this
comprehensive list of gear that will prep you for almost anything.

- Jumper cables or a portable battery pack made for cars: The former never needs charging, but the latter
frees you of having to find a Good Samaritan.

- A quart of oil and bottle of coolant: Honestly, if you drive a late model car you'll probably never need these on
the road but if your car is 10 or more years old, pack them.

- A fire extinguisher: Get the dry type, rated A-B-C, to cover almost any kind of fire in or around your car.

- Duct tape: Everything you've heard about it, short of neurosurgery, is true.

How Can Scientists Reconstruct The Path Lewis and Clark Followed?

If you were to think of ways to retrace the path the famed Lewis and Clark expedition took across the
American landscape in their bold early 19th century quest to be the first Americans to travel to the Pacific
Ocean, surely you’d think rather pragmatically. Maybe they took such good measurements and kept such good
logs, you could simply walk the route they described (they certainly kept good notes, but that wouldn’t help us
locate the exact places members of their party stood on today). Maybe they marked trees every few miles and
branded a tree every time they struck camp for the evening. One thing that probably didn’t cross your mind
was that maybe they used incredibly potent mercury laxatives that indefinitely contaminated the soil they dug
up to use as temporary latrines.

Yet that's exactly the kind of hard environmental evidence modern scientists can use to pinpoint
exactly where on the described trail the Lewis and Clark expedition physically were. Among the many
medicines they packed for the expedition—including zinc sulfate to treat eye conditions, magnesia in case of
poisoning or iliness, and laudanum, an opiate based pain killer—they also packed 600 of “Dr. Rush’s Bilious
Pills”. The good doctor—a prominent American physician and Declaration of Independence signatory—crafted
the pills out of calomel (mercurous chloride, six parts mercury to one part chlorine) and jalap (a plant root of
Mexican origin historically used in medicine).

Now, why would anyone take such a pill? The pills were extremely potent laxatives. Elemental mercury
is an intense laxative as is jalap, and the combination of the two could defeat exactly the kind of constipation a
group of men living off hardtack biscuits and wild game meat would expect to encounter. Mercury doesn'’t
break down in the environment and the soil they passed over, as it were, is to this day contaminated with the
mercury from their laxatives.
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Spontaneous Combustion

It was reported in the Auto Restorer in December 2017 that oily paper towels, newspaper and shop rags can
combust spontaneously if left in a trashcan or a pile.

In February 2018, a forensic scientist and fire investigator, Dr. John Haan reported that those4 items with motor
oil, grease, gasoline, diesel, etc. are NOT chemically competent to self-heat and therefore do not represent a
self-ignition risk. They are susceptible to ignition by welding slag, electric arcs, prolonged contact with
incandescent light bulbs and, of course, burning matches and cigarettes.

The ‘oily rags’ that can self-heat are unsaturated oils — often linseed oil, tung nut oil, peaut oil and fish oils.
These are found primarily in finishes for wood, not metal.

A serious self-heating risk today in auto shops are the polymer coatings, paints and fillers that use a separate
catalytic agent. These can readily create heat as they cure.

All rags for these products (including drop cloths and papers) should be sealed in a closed metal can as soon as
possible after use.

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5 Reasons the Model T was revolutionary when introduced in 1908.

1. Light Weight. It made for better performance and better fuel economy. It required less material and
was made from vanadium steel. It used a single spring and the engine block was cast in one piece.

2. Flexible Chassis. Because it was light-weight, it was more flexible. The front axle was pivoted in the
middle and had a pair of radius rods that kept it aligned. The rear axle was similar.

3. Advanced Engine. The engine was easy to make and easy to fix. The modern engine was cast in
one piece. The cylinder head was removable. Both became standard.

4. Flywheel Magneto. Magnets mounted on the flywheel moved past coils mounted on the engine that
generated electricity that fired the spark plugs. It was simple, elegant and was the most distinctive
feature of the Model T.

5. Planetary Transmission. It was easy to learn and easy to drive. In 1908, most cars used sliding
gears transmissions. They were difficult to learn. The planetary transmission was older but was great
on light-weight cars. The driver shifted by using peddles on the floor that made it easy to learn.

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More about the Model T

The Ford Model T (colloquially known as the Tin Lizzie, Leaping Lena, or flivver) is
an automobile produced by Ford Motor Company from October 1, 1908, to May 26, 1927. It is generally
regarded as the first affordable automobile, the car that opened travel to the common middle-class American;
some of this was because of Ford's efficient fabrication, including assembly line production instead of individual
hand crafting.

The Ford Model T was named the most influential car of the 20th century in the 1999 Car of the
Century competition, ahead of the BMC Mini, Citroén DS, and Volkswagen Type 1. Ford's Model T was
successful not only because it provided inexpensive transportation on a massive scale, but also because the car
signified innovation for the rising middle class and became a powerful symbol of America's age of
modernization. With 16.5 million sold it stands eighth on the top ten list of most sold cars of all time as of 2012.

Although automobiles had already existed for decades, they were still mostly scarce, expensive, and
unreliable at the Model T's introduction in 1908. Positioned as reliable, easily maintained, mass-market
transportation, it was a runaway success. In a matter of days after the release, 15,000 orders were placed. The
first production Model T was produced on August 12, 1908 and left the factory on September 27, 1908, at
the Ford Piquette Avenue Plant in Detroit, Michigan. On May 26, 1927, Henry Ford watched the 15 millionth
Model T Ford roll off the assembly line at his factory in Highland Park, Michigan.

The Model T was Ford's first automobile mass-produced on moving assembly lines with
completely interchangeable parts, marketed to the middle class. Henry Ford said of the vehicle:
| will build a car for the great multitude. It will be large enough for the family, but small enough for the individual
to run and care for. It will be constructed of the best materials, by the best men to be hired, after the simplest
designs that modern engineering can devise. But it will be so low in price that no man making a good salary will
be unable to own one — and enjoy with his family the blessing of hours of pleasure in God's great open spaces
